AN OBRDINAKCE GRANTING TQ RED RIVER VALLEY COOFERATIVE POWER ASSOCIATION,

A MINNESOTA COOPERATIVE ASSOCIATION: ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGHE, PERMISSION
TO CONSTRUCT, OPERATE, REPAIR ANMD MAINTAIN IN THE CLITY OF GLYNDON, MINNESOTA,
AN ELECTRIC DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM INCLUDING KRECESSARY FOLES, POLE LINES, UNDER=-
BROUND ELECTRICAL LINES, FIXTURES AND APPURTENARCES, FOR THE FURNISHING OF
ELECTRIC ENERGY TC THE CITY AND ITS INEABITANIS, AND OTHERS, AND TO USE THE
PYBLIC WAYS AND PUBLIC GROUKDS OF SAYD CITY FUR SUCH PURPOSES.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GLYNDON, CLAY COENTY, MINNESOIA, DOES ORDAIN:

Sserion 1. Thers be and hereby 1s granted to Red River Valley Cooperative
Power Aggociaticon, a Minneecta Cooperative Assoclation, its succeswors and
apsigns, hereinafter referred to as "Cooperative”, during the pericd of 20
vyears from the dare hereof, the right and privilege of constructing,
operating, repairing and maintaining, in, on, over, undexr, and acrosk the
gtreets, alleys and public grownds of the City of Glyndon, Clay County,
Minnesota, herainafter referrad to as “"City" an slectrie distribution
gystem includiog poles, pole lines, underground electric lines, and
fixtures and appurtenances, usually conveniently, ot neceasarily used in
conpection therewlth, for the purpese of transuitting and furnighing :
glectric energy for light, beat, power and other purposes for public and
private use in and to sald City and the ichabitanta thereof, and others,
and for the purpese of transmitting inte and through said City puch electric
energy. provided that guchy eleetric diseribution system shall be 50 Locasged
83 in no way to interfers with the safety and convenience of ordinary travel
along =nd over sald streets, alleys, and public groncds, and provided that
Cooparative, in che construction; operation, repair and malntenance of guch
poles, pole lines. underground electrir lines, and fixtures and appurtenances,
shail be subject to such reasonable regulaticn. as way be imposed by the £icy
Couynecil. - . T :

. Section 2.- Cooperative shall provide reasonable effielent and adequate
- service to members of The public within the City who apply for euch pervica
in accordance with the rules and regulationa of Cooperative. ;

Section 3. There is also granted to Cooperative, during the term hereof,
permission and avthozity te trim a1l trees and shrubs in the streets, alleys.
and public grounds of said City which may interfere with the proper
sopstruction, operation, repalr, and maintenance of Eny poles, pole lines,

City in such suit if written notice thersof is promptly given to
Cooperative within a period wherein Coaperative 1a oot prejudicsd by
lack of such notlea. If such nocice 1s not reasonable given aa herein-
befora provided, Cooperative shall have no duty to indemmify nor defend..
1f Cooperative is required to indemnify and defand, it will theraafcter
have complete control of such litigation, but Cocperative may aot sectle
guch litigation without the comsent of City, which consent shall nat be
unreasonably withheld. 7This section is not, as to third parties, &
walver of any defense or immunity otherwise available to City; and
Cooperative, in defending any action on behalf of City shall be antitled

to assert in sny action aevery defemse or Lmmunicy that City could assert
in its own behalf. -

Section 5. The City shail give the Cooperative at least twa weeks
prior written nctice of a proposed vacation of public way. Except where
required solely for a City improvement project, the vacation of any
public way, after the inatallation of electric facilities, shall not
opetate to deprive Cooperative of its rights to operate and zaintain guch
electric facilities, uptil the reasonable cost of relscating the sama and
the luss and sxpense resulting from such relecation are firat paid to the
Cooperative. Im no case, however, shall City be iiable to the Cooperative
for failure to specifically preserve a right-of-way under Minnesota Statules,
. Seetion 15‘]529- - : -

Section 6. Coopsrative shall have full right and suthority to assign Co
aty persons, iirm, or corporetien all tha rights conferred upon it by this
Ordinance, provided that tha assignee of such rights, by accepting such
agaignment, shell become subject to the teIms and provisions ¢f this
Ordinance. o :

Secticn 7. Cooperative shall, 1f 1t accepts this Ordinence and the rights
and obligaticns hereby granted, f£ile a written acceptance of th-rrigh:s
hereby granted with the City Clerk within ninecy (90) days aftar the final
passage and any required publication of thia Ordinance.

Section 8. This Ordinance shall be in full torce and affact from and
after its passage, any publicatiom required by law, and acceptance by
Cooperative. _ —

Section 9. Where a provision of any other Ordinance conflects with the
provisions of this Ordinance, tha provisicns of chis Ordinance whall pravail.
